Maria is a bilingual Spanish and English counselor from TRC (Tenant
Resource Center), who helps patrons fill out "Eviction Moratorium"
applications. She is assisting Herlinda, who had been working in the food
service industry and was with the same restaurant for 20+ years. When Covid-
19 hit, Herlinda lost her job and was left without any resources. She said, "she
was left with nothing” and this is her first time applying for a housing program.
Herlinda is very thankful for the Sun Prairie Public Library, the Tenant Resource
Center, and the space they have to meet and grateful to get assistance in
Spanish. She also said the library was the "first place | have been to where |
feel supported" and "where | feel like | matter."
